We signed agreements with institutional agencies (Ministry of Education Youth and
Sports, Provincial Office of Women Affairs, Provincial Office of Education Youth and Sports, public
school directors of Battambang town) and local NGO working in the town.

1.5 Paid staff

In 2015, the organization was composed by 12 persons : 1 coordinator, 2 freelance seamstress , 1
seller, 3 waiters, 1 accountant, 3 educators, 1 cleaner.

1.6 Volunteers

In 2015, we had 10 international volunteers. (from Spain, France and Belgic).

The volunteers were involved in the operational activities from 1 week up to 4 months, on the
implementation of educational activities and capacity building of the local staff.

Moreover, we had 4 groups of volunteers. One group of 12 youth New Caledonian and 3 groups of
French volunteers of 12, 15 and 20 people.

Those groups were involved in improve countryside schools facilities and aware students about
environmental care.
